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Plant of the month
Tom Knapik
The “False Stones”

The Asclepiad subfamily has given rise to some of the most
interesting succulent plants in the world. The plants exhibit true conver-
gent evolution to an ideal shape for extremely arid conditions and the
flowers have been given the title “Orchids of the Succulent World” by
Stapeliad grower extraordinaire, Gerald Barad. It is no wonder that we
often have a few of these botanical wonders in our collections.

The genus that | find the most interesting in this diverse subfamily is
Pseudolithos. Translated, it means “false stone” and is comprised of only
a handful of species with very succulent stems. The type specimen was
described by Bally (1965) from Somalia. Subsequent expeditions have
turned up several new species all of which are from eastern Africa. Below
is a list of the currently recognized species in the genus with some addi-
tional comments.

Pseudolithos migiurtinus
(Chiov.) Bally

The most common species
of the genus in cultivation, it
is relatively easy to grow on
it's own roots as long as you
water carefully. During the f
warm summer months they
can handle frequent water-
ing but during cold weather
should be kept dry. P.
sphaericus is believed to be
a synonymy.

Pseudolithos cubiformis
Bally ‘
P.cubiformis is from Somalia &
and has the largest flowers
in the genus. | saw my first §
specimen in the collection of
Slava VIk of the Czech Re-
public in 1998. It has been
successfully grown from

P. cubiformis flower. Photo by Chris Moore
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seed and is now more widely available. | believe it is easier to cultivate
than P. migiurtinus.

Pseudolithos eylensis

A recently discovered species from Eyl, Somalia. The town name also
appears as Eil so the plant also circulates as P. eilensis. Many consider
this to be no more than a variety of Pseudolithos migiurtinus. P. eylensis
has a slightly different flower structure. Miles Anderson showed me im-
ages of both species next to one another and it was difficult to see the
difference. The growth of P. eylensis can be described as less symmetric
than P. migiurtinus by comparison.

Pseudolithos caput-viperae
This species, from Somalia, has a different flower morphology than the
other members of the )
genus. It is the smallest
species with individual
segments that are quar-
ter size. It has jointed
offsets which can be
removed and rooted.
However, it is difficult to
grow and is usually
grafted on Ceropegia. It
is still very rare in collec-
tions. The photo at the

Pseudolithos harardheranus M.
Dioli

This recently described Somalian
species (2002) has very small flow- |
ers. Until recently no seedlings were
available. C & J Cactus Nursery
has produced several seedlings as
seen in the image at the right. It is
still very rare in collections.

Pseudolithos horwoodi Bally &
Lavarnos

A wonderful article was published in
the CSSA Journal (Sep-Oct 1974)
regarding Frank Horwood’s discov- &
ery. Two plants were found but only ®
one survived the trip to England. It |

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flowered and was deemed a new
species. See image at right.
Since that time, no other speci-
mens have come to light. The
only known specimen may have
been aberrant and until more are
found, the species has an unde-
termined status.

Pseudolithos gigas Dioli
Undetermined status. Published
in the CSSA Journal vol.75,
March-April 2003 No.2 by Mauri-
zio Dioli, some believe this plant
to be a larger specimen of P.
cubiformis.

Pyeudolithos horwoodii Bally & Lav. from Somalia

Pseudolithos dodsoniana and
P. mccoyi

Both of these species have been moved into a new genus, Anomalluma
Plowes 1993. They were placed in Pseudolithos by Dr. Meve & Dr.
Bruyns but after DNA analysis Meve transfered them back to Anom-
alluma.

Cultivation

In an article | found on the web, “How NOT to kill Pseudolithos cubi-
formis” there is a discussion of the various techniques of keeping these
plants alive. There are several key factors. Temperature should be be-
tween 60° — 80° (in winter, my plants survived 40° but they were bone
dry, with regular water during the summer months). The growth medium
should have little to no organic material. | use pure pumice along with a
dilute liquid fertilizer during the summer months. One additional factor is
fresh airflow. | believe this is essential for healthy growth.

Propagation

If you are successful growing this genus, you will be rewarded with some
very interesting, albeit small, flowers. Due to their size the odor of decay-
ing flesh, common in Stapeliads, is mild. | have tried pollinating them with
a dissecting scope but was unsuccessful. Placing them outside and let-
ting nature handle things is the easiest way. | set some horns on P. migi-
urtinus using this method and germinated the seed when the pods had
matured. Growing them from seed is the best form of propagation. Fresh
seed is a must as they lose their viability within a few months. Grafting is
done to avoid root rot or save a plant.

At the meeting on May 12, I'll be describing these species, but if you
have an interesting Stapeliad, please bring it, especially if it is in bloom.
These flowers are as Barad’s web page states, “Orchids of the Succu-
lent World”.

He is the owner of South America Nature Tours (formerly Cactus Expedi-
tions), a company dedicated to the organization of tours throughout
South America (Chile, Argentina, Brazil, Peru, Bolivia, and Ecuador) with
emphasis on plants (bromeliads, cacti, and orchids), or birding.

Coffee in the garden For may 26
at the NEWCOMERS

Ric bought his first cactus (a
Mammillaria for 25 cents) in |
1955 from Handy Dandy Home |
Center in Covina. Another was
to follow and the rest is history.
Many plants were lost while he
served in Viet Nam but that
made him even more deter-
mined to build up his collection
again. His mentors and friends
at that time were Gil Tegelberg, Charles Glass and others who steered
him toward the “right” plants and helped him build up his collection.

In 1991 | showed up — and while | am 4™ in his life after his cacti, red
truck and his dog — | gave up my passion for tropical plants and joined
the hunt for the “perfect cactus plants”. Of course | wanted my own
greenhouse so we now have ‘his and hers” 14’ x 20’ greenhouses.
Naturally he claimed the backyard too (1/3 acre) and landscaped it with
his plants beautifully! (I claimed the patio!) After digging in my heels for
12 years to keep grass in the front yard — | finally gave in and he trans-
formed it into a very artistic and outstanding cactus garden.
